Understanding your Oracle Connection Settings

If you plan to run Uptime Infrastructure Monitor with an Oracle DataStore, you can use the information in the Oracle TNS connection string to populate
database-specific fields that need to be set in the uptime.conf file.

The uptime.conf file settings for an Oracle DataStore are:

dbDri ver=oracl e. jdbc. Oracl eDri ver
dbType=or acl e

dbHost nanme=or aserv

dbPort =1521

dbNane=upti nme

dbUser nane=narne

dbPasswor d=passwor d

Below is a sample of a TNS connection string:
( DESCRI PTI ON=( ADDRESS_L| ST=( ADDRESS=( PROTOCOL=TCP) ( HOST=or acl e1- 2- 3. your domai n. com) (PORT=1521))) ( CONNECT_DATA=
( SERVI CE_NAME=0r adb. your domai n. com)))

Add the values highlighted in bold in the TNS connection string above into the uptime.conf file as follows:

dbHost nane=or acl el- 2- 3. your domai n. com
dbPort =1521
dbName=or adb. your donai n. com
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
